“The free JEV 
vaccination program has 
been extended to Southern 
Downs Regional Council in 
light of the new case of JEV 
located nearby,”  Ms Paine 
said. 

“This is just one of the 
simple measures which can 
go a long way to prevent JEV. 

“By applying an insect 
repellent, you are using one 
of the most effective methods 
to avoid being bitten by 
mosquitoes. 

“Choose a repellent 
containing DEET, Picaridin or 
Oil of Lemon Eucalyptus and 
apply it to all exposed skin. 

‘It is crucial to reapply 
as directed, especially after 
exercise, working outdoors or 
swimming.”

Following the extensive 
rainfall in the region throughout 
summer, the risk of mosquito-

borne viruses increases. 
Paired with warmer 

weather, these conditions 
create ideal breeding grounds 
for mosquitoes, leading to a 
surge in their population.

A free JEV vaccine is 
recommended for residents 
who work, live or regularly 
visit the local government 
areas including - Southern 
Downs, Western Downs, 
Goondiwindi and South-west 
area of Toowoomba Regional 
Council.

It is also recommended for 
People who work at, live near, 
or have a planned visit to a 
piggery, a pork abattoir or pork 
rendering plant.

Local vaccination centres 
include Allora Medical Practice 
and in Warwick at Carbal 
Medical Centre, Condamine 
Medical and the Hospital.

The majority of JEV cases 
are asymptomatic, with less 
than one per cent of those 
infected developing the 
disease.
