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The Dreaded Varroa Mite In Lockyer Valley

Biosecurity Queensland
has advised that the
preliminary identification
of varroa mite or varroa
destructor has been
detected for the first time in
Queensland.

Initial samples from a
recreational apiary in the
Lockyer Valley have returned
a positive diagnostic result
for Varroa destructor.

Further samples from
recreational and commercial
apiaries have been collected
and are undergoing testing
to confirm the presence of
Varroa destructor and also
check for other exotic pests
and diseases.

Department of Primary
Industries Deputy
Director-General and
Chief Biosecurity Officer
Dr Rachel Chay said
increased detections into
Queensland’s border
regions were expected in
the coming months due to
natural spread from New
South Wales.
